Treasurer Report:  Current balance of 16,774.  $1500 yet to be paid to Amity.  Garage Sale brought in about $3000.  We spent money providing each teacher with $200 gift cards this fall, and have $1200 reserved for teachers to request for special requests.

Directors Report:  They are working through logistics – traffic, etc. – that come with 50 more students in the building.  It is normal for kids to be exhausted when they come home. It is draining to learn in an immersion environment.  Staffing includes Scott Wetterland, 2nd year of greeting students and serving lunches. Added PT Bookkeeper.  Money raised from McDonalds’ nights (about 200-300 per month) was used to add to our recess equipment, including a new tetherball, jump ropes and balls.  Teachers attended IB and Immersion training over the summer. We are officially an IB world school candidate, now in the second phase of the application process.  

ISLA Board report:  Steve Semler gave an overview of how the ISLA board works, how ISLA is governed. Included committees and their responsibilities.  ISLA Board meets 2nd Tuesday from 6:30 to 9 at ISLA.  New lawn signs are available, include the new logo.
TA Committee:  Cara Coen-Pesch acknowledged Marcela Gratke for her help with our new TA.  Progress has been made – They have brought Juan Carlos down for his SS Card, MN Id. Sandy Swan is coordinating transportation.  Contact Theresa if you have winter clothes, boots.  2nd TA is going through the process now.  Marianna would join us in December or January.
