Minutes from previous meeting were approved.
Treasurer’s Report – Mark Copps reported our bank balance at $14,400. We wrote checks for $750 for 501(c)3 app, 1495 for Amity fee, and 150 fee for the Raspberry Festival bus.

Directors Report – Karen Terhaar reported that our IB Consultant gave us a good review.  He came to assess our progress as an IB Candidate School, and we are on the right track. We have already put some of the elements in place and are using the IB profile characteristics in class. There will be IB information sessions right before the Informational Meetings held for potential incoming students. Current parents are invited to learn more about IB.  Our teachers have been spending Late Start Day hours working on IB.  Our School Library will open on Tuesday, November 12.  Library day will be on Tuesdays.  Karen has a meeting this week with the Hopkins School District. 

501(c)3 app was mailed.

Extra Cirrulars are going well.  Terry Magaard reported that we are progressing in getting ready for Band.  Juliet reports that 4H should start in a month or so.  Juan Carlos began Soccer, Carmen is helping. It is hoped that Mariana will offer Dance.  There is a possibility we could invite children from the church community to the extra curricular activities.  

Our first family night will be held November 20th, a Dia de los Muertos celebration, face painters, crafts, games.  PTO will have a table with some items for purchase, including Blue Sky Guides.

Fiesta de la Primavera in the Spring, date will be May 2nd (change to the calendar – this is when we could secure the location) at Tuttles.  It is a Saturday night.

Regarding ‘matching donations’ – some companies will only match a donation made to the school, not to the PTO.  To help with this, the school will provide a form for parents to choose where the funds would be directed, will include PTO, as well as Technology, etc.

TA Committee Report – Mariana is coming on Nov 28th, may need winter items.  We hope to have 2 TA’s for the full school year next year.   Brief discussion about how it would work for a TA to be hosted by an out of district family.

We broke into small groups for the rest of the meeting, to review the fundraising goals from our strategic plan, and to introduce our process for parents to propose events/fundraisers that will benefit the PTO.
