	Meeting was called to order.  PTO Board Members in attendance were Karen Utt, PTO Chair, Juliet Nail, PTO Vice Chair, Mark Copps, PTO Treasurer, Leslee Tejada, PTO Volunteer Coordinator, Cara Coeh-Pesch, TA Coordinator, Theresa Aleckson, PTO Secretary.  Absent, Brenda Fromm, PTO Vice Chair.  Also in attendance:  Steve Semler (representing ISLA Board), Chris Adrian, Marcela Gratke, Kel Gratke, Karen Collins, Katie Gitler, Kristen Urbina, Emily Peterson, Jen Jouppi, Laura Elbakkal, Sandy Swan, Terry Magaard, Briana Boeser (representing ISLA Director), Mary Olk
Motion was made and carried to accept September Minutes.

Treasurer Report:  Current balance of $17,315.  $1500 yet to be paid to Amity.  

Directors Report:  We will have an IB Consultant here for 2 days at the end of October.  Over MEA, Staff will be attending a immersion education conference.  Dismissal has become more smooth with the pickup changes that were implemented.

ISLA Board report:  Steve Semler reported that they continue to search for a permanent facility to meet our growing needs.  We can and most likely will remain at Faith for our 3rd year, next year, but will run out of space at the end of the 09-10 school year.  He also had 2 questions for parents:  What events take place in our communities that ISLA should consider having a booth or table at, and 2) any additional places where a flyer may be helpful for new K parents, to inform them of the ISLA option.
TA Committee:  Cara Coen-Pesch - Marianna will join us in December or January.  Host family is with Janine Keller.  We are looking for a TA Host Family Coordinator, please let Cara know if you are interested in helping with this.
Today’s Agenda will be modified:  Brenda broke her ankle so we will postpone the fundraising small group discussion until next meeting. Instead we will use the time to discuss extra curricular opportunites for this year.

Soccer – details yet to be worked out, but we want to offer after school soccer clinic held at ISLA, led by Juan Carlos.  Leslee proposed we help get this Soccer program off the ground.  Seconded by Terry Magaard, and passed with no opposition.

Orchestra/Band – discussion about funding it this year, plan for it to be included in school’s budget next year.  Want to provide opportunity so students will qualify for band in Jr. High.  Terry Magaard has been contacting and talking to potential teachers.  Since it is not in the school budget, PTO proposes to fund it this year.  Motion was made by Mary Olk to fund expense of band, up to $2000 for the 2008-2009 school year. Seconded by Meredith, motion carried.  
Steve Semler presented the 4H proposal.  It is low cost, and fits well with our schools ideals.  Motion made to go forward with 4H program, motion carried with no opposition.
Katie Gitler and Karen Collins are working on the Yearbook – watch for the cover contest for the students to create the artwork for the cover of the yearbook.

Meredith reported that in some cases (General Mills) they will only provide matching funds to the school, not the PTO.  Karen Utt will discuss with the ISLA Board that this is happening, and find out what the funds will be used for.

Laura Elbakkal reported that she became aware of a opportunity for a grant, but their was not much time before the deadline.  What is the process for this?  Suggested sending info to the school asap, can also use forum on the website to notify PTO.  Our fundraising packet has an event proposal form that might even be helpful for this type of thing.  Bottom line is that we need to make it easier for everyone to know how to get this information to the right people.

Motion to make a Bylaw change to remove ‘religious’ from the 501(c)3 wording was approved.

Reminder – upcoming book fair November 15th and Family night on November 20th.

Discussion came up about TA program – would it be appropriate for the PTO to fund for TA’s to be present in the school on Fridays?  They can work up to 10 hrs/week paid, beyond the 25 hours of unpaid internship.  Parents were interested in pursuing this, and the PTO board agreed to meet to discuss this further.

Meeting adjourned at 9:15pm.
